TECHNICAL Specifications 

1. Upgradation of seawater filtration unit
I. Sea water filtration system (5.5m ht & 7.24m diameter) 2Nos.

a. Indigenous filtration system: different layers of Bio-ball, River Pebbles, Chips, Japan Wool, bricks pieces, etc. to be prepared

b. Advanced filtration system: different layers of Bio-ball, Ceramic rings, Zio-like, Aqua-clay different diameter, Japan Hard Wool, Black wool, etc. with suitable size to be prepared.
Description of work: The aquarium at MARC is equipped with two indigenous filtration unit of 7.24m diameter & 5.5m height, each. The seawater after pumping is being passed through these two units for removal of suspended particulates and silt. The first filtration unit needs to be upgraded with different layers of following materials:

i) Bio-balls of 40mm size & 20,000 pieces.

ii) River pebbles of uniform size 1000kg

iii) Chips of uniform size 1000kg

iv) Japan wool 1mx1m size 10 sheets.

v) Fine bricks pieces of uniform size.

Each layer should have approximately 10-15cm thickness. 

Same way, the second filtration unit will be arranged with layers of following materials:

i) Bio-ball 40mm size, 20,000 pieces.

ii) Ceramic rings 200kg

iii) Zio-like 200kg

iv) Aqua-clay, 4mm size, 500kg

v) Aqua-clay, 10mm size, 300 lit

vi) Japan hard wool, 1mx1m size, 10 pieces

vii) Black wool mat, 1mx1m, 20 pieces.

Each layer should have approximately 10-15cm thickness. The work includes supply of good quality materials as quoted with preparation of filtration layers and repairing of service pipeline. The work also include successful run of the system for a month and training for maintenance & run thereafter.
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2. Nion name plate to Aquarium & Bi-langual labels for exhibits:
Description of work: The front side wall of aquarium building will be fixed with nameplate ‘MARINE AQUARIUM, Zoological Survey of India’ in Nion day-night light with blue font colour and white tube lights in two lines. The font size should have approximate height of 60cm which should be readable from long distance. The first line should be in capital letters, however the second line should be running letters.

The aquarium tanks presently have light boxes in the gallery side which are illuminated by small tube light (Box size: 15x45cm). New labels with color digital prints of interpretation and photo of exhibits will be displayed at this box with the help of acrylic white sheet background. The work includes minor fabrication to the existing light box and arrangement for replacement of labels as per the exhibit in the tanks.





3. Renovation of aquarium tanks:
The aquarium has 22 tanks of (4.75mX1.75mx1m) of 8312l capacity and 2 tanks of (8mX1.75mX1m) of 14000l capacity with acrylic transparent sheets for displays and glazing tiles background. All the tanks have separate inlet & outlet from centralised filtration unit & aeration supply through centralized compressor. Following renovation items are desired under the work: 
i) UG filtration plates with circulation pump: The aquarium tanks (22 Nos) of size (4.75mX1.75mx1m) & 8312l capacity and 2 tanks of size (8mX1.75mX1m) & 14000l capacity with glazing tiles flooring needs to be prepared with UG filtration plates. Plates should made of non-toxic durable plastic with 10mm thickness & uniform 1x1m mesh sieve for proper water circulation. These plates should have three outlets fitted with 2000l capacity circulation pump each.
ii) Aquascaping with suitable materials in tanks: The aquarium tanks (22 Nos) of size (4.75mX1.75mx1m) & 8312l capacity and 2 tanks of size (8mX1.75mX1m) & 14000l capacity with glazing tiles background need to arranged with suitable thematic aquascaping. The materials should be clean & non-toxic, indigenous, readily sink, decorative & natural colours, neutral pH value. 

a. Bottom gravel sand: Layers of Aqua-clay (Germany make), Phillipino sand & Calcium sand should be arranged at the bottom.

b. The corals, coral rocks, pebbles available with the Centre have to use in few tanks for preparation of natural habitat and hiding places for aquarium exhibits.

c. River stones & pebbles has to be used in few theme tanks.

d. Two tanks should be arranged with drift wood.

No artificial material (viz. coral, synthetic rocks, plastic plants, etc.) will be allowed in tanks.

iii) Wave maker: High performance, low energy consumption, 360 degree circum-gyratetion, Big flow impeller, Ceramic Shaft, Multi-angle fixation, Multi-depth fixation, High efficiency, energy-saving and long service lifetime, High waterproof and insulation performance ensure safe and reliable use. Capacity of 12000l/hr.

iv) Aeration to tanks: Aeration supply to each tanks need to be upgraded with suitable aerator stones & pipes within aquascaping work. Aeration should uniform, small & uniform in each tanks.
4. Tank lights & electric points to tanks.
Technical details: The aquarium tanks (22 Nos) of size (4.75mX1.75mx1m) & 8312l capacity and 2 tanks of size (8mX1.75mX1m) & 14000l capacity with glazing tiles flooring needs to be fixed with Fluroscent & Metal halide lights of different ranges. 

i) Fluroscent Light system (20 tanks): T5 Aqua Zonic Ocean Free lights of 4x80W, Achnic white 12000K & Achnic blue 12000k. three set in each tanks.

ii) Metal Hallide Light system (4 tanks): Metal Hallide Light system, SUNSUN China make, 2x150w MH of 20000k, 2x80w T5 12000k & 3x4w LED 20000k in each set with 3 sets per tanks.

iii) Power plugs in the aquarium tanks service area to run various equipments with wiring, fitting, switches & boxes of ISI quality material & proper insulation 5A Supply 10points at each tank.

5. Beautification of freshwater pond: Within aquarium premises, there is one oval freshwater pond of 40’ length & breadth ranging from 10-20’ with 3’ depth (approximately 60000l capacity). The work includes beautification of ponds with lilly pots, fountains & filtration unit. The beautification work should consists of arranging of 10 pots with japan soil & lilly plants. The fountains should be mushroom type 3’ (2no) and big fountain 6’ (1no) with all essential accessories. The pond should be also equipped with powerful water circulation pump to routine water exchange.  
6. LCD Display Screen: SONY Bravaria 2 Nos, 46’’, High resolution screen, USB port, with DVD player, compitable with multimedia software & computer, Stereo sound, etc.
7. Air conditioning of aquarium gallery: High capacity, star rated, 40ton, sufficient for two 20’x80’ galleries & 4 other rooms, multi cassette blower split. The work includes installation of cassette spits to the existing false ceiling of aquarium gallery & other rooms. The entry and exit doors of the aquarium gallery also need to be fixed with suitable air curtain. 
8. Tank Cleaning & other aquarium devices: Following equipments need to be supply with suitable configuration and compitable for the aquarium tanks (22 Nos) of size (4.75mX1.75mx1m) & 8312l capacity and 2 tanks of size (8mX1.75mX1m) & 14000l capacity with glazing tiles backgrounds:

iv) Acrylic tank partition: Transparent, 5mm acrylic sheet, with uniform holes for proper circulation of tank water. Should have arrangement for temporary fixing in tank as and when required.

c. "The Goods" means all the equipment, machinery, and/or other materials, 
which  the  Supplier  is  required  to  supply  to the  Purchaser under  the    Contract;                                                                      

d. "Services" means services ancillary to the supply of the Goods, such as transportation and insurance, and any other incidental services, such as installation, commissioning, provision of technical assistance, training and other obligations of the Supplier covered under the Contract; 

e. “GCC” mean the General Conditions of Contract contained in this section. 

f. “SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract. 

g. “The Purchaser” as specified in Special Conditions of Contract. 

h. “The Purchaser’s country” is “India”. 

i. “The Supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the Goods and 
Services under this Contract. 

j. “Day” means calendar day. 

2.
Application

2.1 
These General Conditions shall apply to the extent that they are not superseded by provisions in other parts of the Contract. 

3. 
Standards 

3.1 
The Goods supplied under this Contract shall conform to the standards mentioned in the Technical Specifications, and, when no applicable standard is mentioned, to the authoritative standard appropriate to the Goods' country of origin and such standards shall be the latest issued by the concerned institution.

Use of Contract Documents and Information

The Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser's prior written consent, disclose the Contract, or any provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample or information furnished by or on behalf of the Purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than a person employed by the Supplier in performance of the Contract. Once the maximum is reached, the Purchaser may consider termination of the Contract pursuant to GCC Clause 24. 

24.
 Termination for Default 

24.1 
The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, 
by written notice of default sent to the Supplier, terminate the Contract in whole or part: 

a) If the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the Goods within the period(s) specified in the order, or within any extension thereof granted by the Purchaser pursuant to GCC Clause 22; or 

b) If the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the Contract.
